Radio Dispatch

The primary job of dispatch is to be at the communications center and monitor the radio systems for
Dragonfest. The dispatcher will be required to listen and direct or relay radio messages if needed. The
dispatcher will be required to take messages or requests from staff and members and use the radio to pass
the information on to the correct department. If there is a Safety or Medical issue the dispatcher will need
to be able to relay messages as needed. There will always be a communications lieutenant available to assist
or take over for serious situations. There are no physical requirements for this position other than to have
the ability to operate the radios in the communications center. This is a good work shift for those who may
have limited physical abilities but good communications skills.

Safety Volunteer Job Description

As a Safety volunteer it will be your responsibility to ensure the safety and well being of all festival participants and staff
members. Because of this, please consider the following before you sign up for a workshift with the Safety Team:

1) This workshift will require that you be on your feet and walking around the lake for the entire two hours of your shift.
Because of this you must be physically able and willing to be on your feet for this entire period.

2) Must be able to lift up to 50lbs. You may be required to remove unattended coolers for the festival participant’s safety
during your shift.

3) You will be required to report for a brief meeting at the beginning and at the end of your shift.

4) As part of the end of shift meeting you will be required to submit a written report of your workshift. Don’t let this
scare you, a form will be provided for you to fill out easily during your shift.

5) We are now, and have been for a number of years, a very large festival. As we have grown our responsibilities have
grown as well. Because of this, it is imperative that any person who wishes to volunteer for Safety be willing to be
responsible for the safety and well being of all who are attending the Festival.

6) Because of the responsibility that this position holds you must not drink before or during your workshift.

Please understand that if you report for a workshift with Safety and are unwilling or unable to follow Safety protocol
guidelines you will be asked to forfeit your shift and be reported as not having completed a workshift.
